VIDEO FEE: A $35.00 Video fee will be assessed per family in FEBRUARY:  Each family will receive ONE video of their performance.  Students dancing in two performances that would like a copy of an additional performance can order an additional video for $35.00.

PRINTER FEE: All students are REQUIRED to have their picture in the recital program book. A $65.00 printing fee will be assessed per family in MARCH. (Siblings will appear in one picture in the book) Picture day will be the Saturday and Sunday AFTER Mother’s Day in May.

RECITAL FEE:  A $75.00 recital fee will be assessed in APRIL.  This fee entitles each family to five performance tickets, a program book and each student will receive a trophy.
ADDITIONAL FEES

LATE FEE:  Tuition is due on the First Day of each month. A 10% late fee will be added to accounts not paid by the 5th DAY of each month, regardless of the day of the week the fifth falls on.
